Greetings Members

It is now some three weeks since the EGM held on the 9" May and the Executive Committee wants to update you with develop-
ments since then. Firstly, however, we were really delighted to see so many members attend the EGM and even more so to
receive over 94% support for our recommendation to place the half hectare of land on the hillside up for public tender. We have
received the message that members have an overwhelming desire to see our RSA remain open and flourish and so it is, that we
have much to tell you.

Firstly, committee member Cyril Anderson who has many years of experience in selling real estate accepted the responsibility to
seek proposals from the top sales agent in each of three local real estate firms to sell the land designated as 20 Melia Place. We
considered their detailed proposals and we have signed an agreement to place the land up for tender with Sue & Charles
Donoghue, representing Bayleys Real Estate. We can report that on-line advertising commences on the 5™ of June on four web
sites, Bayleys.co.nz, Trademe.co.nz with a 2-week super feature, Realestate.co.nz, and Hougarden.com. There will be three
signs, one on the land itself and one at the Whangaparaoa Road end of Melia Place and at our Vipond Road entrance. Email
notice will be sent to over 5,500 contacts of Bayleys.

Bayleys will also run a series of press advertisements in the Rodney Outlook and the North Shore Property Press over the next
four weeks and they will be making direct contact with many prospective purchasers/developers during that time. Mrs Donoghue
will meet with us weekly to report interest and progress.

The tender documents have been reviewed by our solicitor Chris Hunt of North Harbour Law, and states that a successful tender
must include a commitment to build a fence along the boundary with our current Melia Place entry road and maintain the grass
until the land is developed. This means that any new owner of that land must create a completely new and separate entrance off
Melia Place to the hillside land.

The tender closes at 4 pm on Thursday the 6™ of July at which time the tenders will be opened and reviewed by the committee.
We advise that any or the highest tender will not necessarily be accepted, but that the opportunity for further negotiation with any
party submitting a tender exists after closure of the tender.

Subsequent to recent publicity, the committee was approached by a highly experienced freelance, independent, impartial busi-
nessman deployed by many corporations to problem solve, mediate and manage complex or difficult projects of significance! As
a consequence, we are very pleased to announce that we have agreed to work closely with Mr Andy Thomason a long time
resident of Manly, who has offered us his services as his personal contribution without charge, to the local community. With a
very diverse range of personal and business contacts, he is really well placed to act as an important intermediary between the
committee and those who may be able to help us turn our fortunes around and develop the club into an amenity that is widely
appreciated and used by its members. Undoubtedly you will meet Andy in due course as he intends to ensure our club becomes
successful, profitable and flourishes.

Investment opportunity for members

During and after the recent EGM a number of members approached the committee with offers to make a financial contribution to
the club to help it through the current cash flow shortage. Building on that idea we now offer members the opportunity to make a
modest investment in the club with a view to helping us over our current cash flow shortage, as well as receiving a decent return
on their investment.

We envisage an investment of $1000 or more, as an unsecured loan to the RSA. We will offer an interest rate of 6.5% per an-
num, payable quarterly. Based upon our current plans, we would expect to repay the funds lent to the club, by the end of the cur-
rent calendar year.
